Greenwood Township –Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular meeting of the Greenwood Township Board of Trustees was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk Jonseck, Trustee Vincent, and Trustee Kaltz along with twenty residents.  Treasurer Trombley was absent.  The minutes from the regular meeting on September 14, 2010 and the minutes from the special meeting on September 28, 2010 were approved as presented.

Supervisor Gill read the treasurer’s report along with a new overdraft report regarding the township’s tax account.  This report is a result of a new board policy adopted at the special meeting held on September 28th that requires the treasurer to report any and all overdrafts occurring in any township accounts immediately to the supervisor and the clerk.  The treasurer is also required to present the overdraft report to the township board at their next scheduled board meeting.  Gill also stated that this is the second overdraft in the tax account within recent months.  When checking into the first overdraft some discrepancies were discovered which prompted her to ask the Sheriff’s office to investigate.  The township’s insurance and bond companies have been notified and at that point the township was advised to have a forensic audit.  The township hired Mike Washenko, a certified fraud examiner, at the township special board meeting held on September 28th.  Mr. Washenko will start the forensic audit on October 20, 2010.  Lastly, Gill added that the township is taking this matter very seriously and would like to ensure all residents that if any township funds are missing; the township will do everything within their power to recover any missing funds.  James Dubay, the township’s attorney, was also present and available to answer various questions from residents.

Jonseck presented the monthly bills for October along with a correction to September’s bills.  Vincent made a motion to approve the bills as presented along with the treasurer’s reports.  Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  

Vincent presented the fire department report for the month of September.  In Kenockee Township there were 8 medicals and 2 fires.  In Greenwood Township there were 4 medicals along with 1 mutual aid and 1 arching wires.  

The Zoning Administrator was present to inform residents that DTE has requested a site plan review and currently has not indicated which project it is for. She stated they requested an application that she sent along with all the information that would be required to complete it.  The township will update residents as more information becomes available. The next Planning Commission meeting will be held on Wednesday October 20, 2010 in which the meeting dates for 2011 will be set. 

In new business Gill made a motion to approve the purchase of a new 30 gallon electric water heater, including removal and disposal of the old water heater and permit fee.  Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

In the event of the treasurer’s absence Gill made a motion to allow the board to give direction to the township’s Deputy Treasurer to perform the duties of the her office.  Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

Gill made a motion to allow any members of the Township Board, Planning Commission, ZBOA, and the Zoning Administrator to attend the 2010 Metropolitan Planning Commission’s Fall Workshop.  Jonseck seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

Vincent made a motion to accept the snow removal contract with Ameriscapes for the 2010-2011 season as presented.  Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 3-0.  Gill abstaining.  

Citizen’s public comments were heard about a recent hall rental, power line routes, Great Lakes internet service area, last month’s large outdoor recreation gathering, and progress regarding the fuel tank request last month for the fire department.  Heather Stewart updated residents about ITC proposed transmission line thumb project and provided an information handout with upcoming hearing dates.  These handouts are available in the township office.

Meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
