Greenwood Township –Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular meeting of the Greenwood Township Board of Trustees was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk Jonseck, Treasurer Ramsey, Trustee Vincent, and Trustee Kaltz along with 10 residents. The minutes from the regular meeting on November 9, 2010 were approved as presented.

The treasurer’s report was read by Ramsey.  Kaltz made a motion to approve the monthly bills are presented with Jonseck seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

In new business Gill made a motion to reappoint Heather Stewart, Patricia Zepp, Mark Begerowski, and Lynn Zepp (alternate) to the Board of Review.  Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Gill made a motion to reappoint Mike Walsh to the Planning Commission.  Jonseck seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Jonseck informed board members that the IRS has proposed an administrative rule that would require all federal tax deposits to be made using the Electronic Federal Tax Payment System beginning January 1, 2011.  Currently the township makes payments using a paper coupon deposited at the bank. The use of the EFTPS system requires adoption of an automated clearinghouse (ACH) policy that designates an individual responsible for electronic transactions and internal controls to monitor the use of the system.  Treasurer Ramsey described the six internal accounting controls that will be used to monitor the use of ACH transactions made by Greenwood Township.  Gill made a motion to adopt this set of internal accounting controls with the one correction, Jonseck seconding.  Roll Call:  Jonseck – yes, Ramsey – yes, Kaltz – yes, Gill – yes, Vincent – yes.  Motion carried 5-0. Gill made a motion to adopt Resolution 2010-5 Authorizing Electronic Transactions.   Kaltz seconding.  Roll Call:  Gill – yes, Jonseck – yes, Vincent – yes, Kaltz – yes, Ramsey – yes.  Resolution adopted.

Gill made a motion to allow the township supervisor, and all members of the BOR including alternates to attend the 2011 Board of Review Training Workshop. Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Jonseck informed board members that the procedure for collecting dog licenses has changed this year.  The new procedure will require the township to submit a monthly report of dog licenses sold, along with a check for that amount at the end of each month.  Jonseck made a motion that would allow the Clerk and Treasurer to cut a check at the end of the month prior to the next monthly board meeting to meet this new requirement.  Vincent seconding.  Roll Call:  Kaltz – yes, Ramsey – yes, Vincent – yes, Jonseck – yes, Gill – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.

Lastly, Gill made a motion to upgrade QuickBooks to the 2011 version with three licenses and monthly support for an estimated cost of $818.40.  Kaltz seconding.  Roll Call:  Ramsey – yes, Vincent – yes, Gill – yes, Kaltz – yes, Jonseck – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.

Citizen’s public comments were heard regarding progress and results with the photographing and re-measuring of township parcels and snow plowing of the roads.

Meeting adjourned at 7:56 p.m.
