Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk Jonseck, Trustee Kaltz, and Trustee Vincent along with eight residents.  Treasurer Trombley was absent. The minutes from the regular meeting on October 13, 2009 were approved as presented.

In correspondence Jonseck informed board members that St. Clair County Library recently received a donation to purchase a number of references available to public employees to view.  She also mentioned that the Marine City Board of Commissioners ruled at their last meeting on October 15th to grant the St. Clair County Road Commission’s request to rezone its Marine City Dock to its previous industrial use.  Supervisor Gill also stated that the township received a Panasonic digital camera through a Homeland Security grant. 
The treasurer’s report and outstanding bills were presented by Jonseck.  The treasurer’s report was accepted as read.  Kaltz made a motion to approve the outstanding bills, with the exception of one bill to be voted on separately.  Jonseck seconding.  Motion carried 
4-0.  A bill submitted for reimbursement by the Kenockee Township’s Fireman’s Fund in the amount of $63.59 was not approved (1-3).
Vincent presented the fire department report for the month of October.  In Greenwood Township there were 2 medicals and 3 mutual aids.  In Kenockee Township there were 6 medicals and 1 personal injury for a combined total of 12 runs for the month.  Vincent also mentioned that the fire department would like the township to consider purchasing two five gallon diesel fuel containers for emergency purposes.  Vincent stated he would have more information on the price available for next’s month board meeting.   
In new business the board revisited the application for eligibility to the State of Michigan Federal Surplus Property Assistance Program, because approval by resolution is needed.  Gill made a motion to have Vincent and Kaltz to act as coordinator’s responsible for accepting Federal Surplus Property, and Jonseck keep the records.  Jonseck seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  Vincent then made a motion that any direct payments for surplus property obtained go directly to the township board for approval.  Gill seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  Lastly, the board moved to adopt Resolution 2009-6, the State of Michigan Federal Surplus Assistance Program.  Roll Call:  Kaltz – yes, Jonseck – yes, Gill – yes, Vincent – yes.  Resolution adopted 4-0.
