Greenwood Township

Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk Jonseck, Trustee Vincent, and Trustee Kaltz.  Thirteen residents were also present.  Treasurer Trombley was absent.  The minutes from the regular meeting on September 08, 2009 were approved as presented.

In correspondences Clerk Jonseck announced the township received $2,794.06 in Parks and Recreation money that was being withheld since 2004 to cover any settlements of the DTE Tax Appeal case. Jonseck also mentioned that a Public Hearing regarding the rezoning of the deep water dock owned by the St. Clair County Road Commission is scheduled for October 15th at the Marine City Fire Hall.  Heather Stewart, a member of the township’s Planning Commission volunteered to attend this public hearing on behalf of the township.   

The treasurer’s report was read by Deputy Treasurer Healy and outstanding bills were read by Clerk Jonseck.  Kaltz made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report and outstanding bills as presented, Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

Chief Skelton presented the fire report for the month of September.  Kenockee Township had 7 medicals, 2 fires, 2 personal injuries, and 1 mutual aid.  Greenwood Township had 8 medicals and one personal injury for a combined total of 21 runs for the month.  Skelton requested that the township fill out an application for eligibility for the State of Michigan Federal Surplus Property Assistance Program.  With completion of this application the township would be eligible to receive for no charge surplus items, such as fire vehicles.  Lastly, he asked board members to inspect the concrete pad in front of the fire hall and put gravel around it.

The Zoning Administrator was present to inform board members about the upcoming Planning Commission meeting on Wednesday October 21st.  They will be discussing how to incorporate the information on small personal wind energy systems presented by Glen Pape on October 14th into new ordinances that will govern wind energy.  The Planning Commission will also be setting meeting dates for 2010.

In citizen’s comment the Zoning Administrator responded to a citizen’s complaint by stating that she is currently working with the township’s lawyer and planner to help resolve the  zoning issue discussed last month.   A Greenwood Township firefighter thanked the board for purchasing the mustang cold water rescue suits.  Lastly, the township’s snow contract was discussed.  The board agreed to continue with Ameriscapes for 2009-2010 snow season with no change in price from last year’s contract.

In new business Gill made a motion to allow any members of the Township Board, Planning Commission, ZBOA, and the Zoning Administrator to attend the 2009 Metropolitan Planning Commission’s Fall Workshop.  Jonseck seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.
