Greenwood Township

Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  All other board members were present along with eleven residents.  The minutes from the regular meeting on March 10, 2009 were approved as presented.

The treasurer’s report was read by Trombley.  Outstanding bills were read by Jonseck, with Trombley making a motion to pay the monthly bills, Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Lieutenant Click representing the Kenockee Township fire department presented the fire report for the month of March.  In Kenockee there were 3 medicals and one down wire.  In Greenwood there were 2 personal injuries, 1 medical, 1 fire, and 1 mutual aid for a combined total of 9 runs for the month.  Lieutenant Click also requested if the township could purchase two mustang water rescue suits with bags for the Greenwood fire station.  The board decided to look into this request and add it to next month agenda.

The Zoning Administrator was present to inform residents about the upcoming Planning Commission meeting that will be held on April 15th.  The board will be addressing zoning for ordinances for wind farms and personal wind energy systems.

State Representative Phillip Pavlov held office hours before the regularly scheduled meeting to answer any questions or concerns residents had.  Pavlov gave an overview about the financial status of Michigan and how the state will use the estimated 9 billion dollars of stimulus money the state will receive over the next two years. 

Kevin Miller representing Cros-Lex Schools was present to inform residents about two upcoming proposals on the May 5th ballot.  The first proposal is a millage renewal of 18 mills on non-homestead property, and the second is to extend the current debt of 2.8 mills for an additional three years.  Resident’s within the Cros-Lex district may obtain informational packets regarding these two ballot proposals at the township hall.  Sample ballots for viewing along with absentee ballots are also available. 

In new business Trombley made a motion to approve the Assessor’s contract with the same terms as last year for an annual salary of $10,000,  Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 4-0. Vincent abstaining.

Gill made a motion to amendment to the general budget by removing $25,000 out of match money for road construction designated to Metcalf Road, due to the project being completed in two years instead of the estimated three years.  Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

The board reviewed all of the road contracts presented by the St. Clair County Road Commission.  Gill made a motion to approve all of the road contracts, with Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Greenwood Little League President, Tim Vincent informed board members that 170 baseball players are registered this year to play ball.  He also asked the board if any recreation funds were available for three projects the little league would like to finish.  The first was for $300 for a cement pad in front of the concession stand and door.  Secondly, he asked for $1,900 for additional sod for around the baselines to finish the fields.  Lastly, he requested $4,500 of calcine clay for the baseball infields.  Trombley made a motion to approve $300 for the cement and $300 for sod.  Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 4-1.  Gill opposed.

Lastly, Vincent made a motion to approve a fifty cent pay increase for Doug Huston, the township’s custodian with Trombley seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
