Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk Jonseck, Trustee Vincent, and Trustee Kaltz.  Treasurer Trombley was absent. Ten residents were also present. The minutes from the regular meeting on January 13, 2009 were approved as presented.

In correspondence Clerk Jonseck informed residents that the polling location for registered voters within the Yale Public School district will be changing from its current location at Yale City hall to Avoca Elementary, 8751 Willow Street in the Library.  This change is effective immediately and only effects school elections that are not held with regularly scheduled township elections.  Registered voters should receive new ID cards before the May 5th school election.

The treasurer’s report and outstanding bills were read by Clerk Jonseck, with Kaltz making a motion to approve them as presented.  Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

Lieutenant Click representing the Kenockee Township fire department presented the fire report for the month of January.  In Kenockee there were 10 medicals, 4 fires, and 1 personal injury.  In Greenwood there were 3 medicals and 3 fires.  Together with 2 mutual aids the total for the month was 23 runs.  Lieutenant Click also asked for approval for the fire department to purchase lumber for a shelf and cribbing, not to exceed $200 and 100 feet of rescue rope, not to exceed $150.  Vincent made a motion to approve this request with Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  Lastly, Lieutenant Click wanted to inform residents that the fire department is looking for volunteers.  Any interested individuals should call the Kenockee Fire Department at 324-2305.  Free smoke detectors are now available at the Greenwood Township hall limited two per resident while supplies last.

In new business Rene Stephan, from the Economic Development Alliance of St. Clair County presented to the board informational packages for and industrial property tax abatement for Witco.  Witco is seeking board approval to establish an Industrial Development District (IDD) for a proposed addition.  No action was taken by the board.

Supervisor Gill informed board members about the upcoming St. Clair County Metropolitan Planning Commission 2009 Winter Workshop in February.  Vincent made a motion to approve all board members, Planning Commission members, and members of the Zoning Board of Appeals to attend.  Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

Lastly, Kaltz made a motion to pay Doug Nowicki $50 for banquet tables with a cart for the fire department, Jonseck seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.
