Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  All other board members were present along with six residents.  The minutes from the regular meeting on April 14, 2009 were approved as presented.

In correspondences Jonseck informed board members about several inquires regarding the lawn maintenance contract.  Vincent made a motion to continue on with Ameriscapes as the township’s lawn maintenance provider, with Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  Gill abstaining.

The treasurer’s report was read by Trombley.  Outstanding bills were read by Jonseck, with Trombley making a motion to pay the monthly bills, Jonseck seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Vincent presented the fire report for the month of April.  There were 13 calls in Kenockee, 11 calls in Greenwood and one mutual aid for a total of 25 runs for the month.    Vincent also informed the board that Doris Neilson, the wife of the late firefighter Pete Neilson would like to donate a new flag and flag pole including installation for the Greenwood fire station.  Lastly, Supervisor Gill informed the board that she did not add the fire departments request last month for water rescue suits to the agenda because no more information was provided.  

The Zoning Administrator was present to inform residents that the Planning Commission did not act on the wind energy ordinance at their last meeting.  She also mentioned that the Planning Commission is working on having a representative on wind energy to give a presentation at their next regularly schedule meeting on July 15th.  Lastly, she informed the board that there is one agriculture building and one auto repair shop operating in a rural residential area that she will be checking into and updating the board at next month’s meeting.

Supervisor Gill opened citizen’s public comment at 7:53 p.m.  One resident spoke about his concerns regarding a drainage issue in Fargo.    One resident wanted board members e-mail addresses to be available on the township website and if MDOT will be paying for an extra grading on Bricker Road since they designated the road as a travel corridor for gravel trucks.  Citizen’s public comment closed at 8:05 p.m.

In new business Vincent made a motion to approve the $20 overage fee on the monthly rental for the handicap accessible portable toilet that was agreed upon at April’s meeting, to remove the regular portable toilet, and to allow for additional pumping at $15 for the handicap accessible unit as needed.  Trombley seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Vincent made a motion to approve phase 1 of the Alex playground equipment with wood chips and installation, Kaltz seconding.  Roll Call:  Vincent – yes, Gill – yes, Trombley – yes, Jonseck – yes, Kaltz – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.
