Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk Jonseck, Trustee Vincent, and Trustee Kaltz.  Treasurer Trombley was absent. Eleven residents were also present. The minutes from the regular meeting on December 8, 2009 were approved as presented with one correction.

The treasurer’s report and outstanding bills were read by Clerk Jonseck, with Kaltz making a motion to approve them as presented.  Jonseck seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.
Vincent presented the fire department report for the month of December.  In Greenwood Township there was 1 fire, 1 medical, and 1 mutual aid.  In Kenockee Township there were 9 medicals and 3 personal injuries for a combined total of 16 runs for the month.
The Zoning Administrator was present to inform residents about the upcoming ZBOA meeting on January 14th and the Planning Commission meeting on January 20th.  A pubic hearing will be held at the Planning Commission meeting to discuss text amendments on wind energy.   The complete text regarding the wind energy amendments are available at the Township office.

In new business Clyde Messinger, with Great Lakes Internet, presented to the board a proposal to install an antenna tower on Greenwood Township property to provide residents with high speed wireless internet service.  Great Lakes Internet would like to test the customer base availability by renting space on the fire hall tower.  This would allow them to service the immediate area within one to two miles, with the limitation of trees, to see if this project would be viable in the long run and worth pursuing a larger tower.  Great Lakes Internet currently has a similar set-up on the Brockway Township’s fire hall.  The antenna proposed for Greenwood Township’s fire hall would have the same set-up.  Great Lakes Internet is proposing to pay the township $50 monthly to cover the rent on the antenna and electricity, in addition to providing free high speed internet service for the township office and fire hall.  No board action was taken.
The board set the regular township meeting dates for 2010.  They are January 12th, February 9th, March 9th, April 13th, May 11th, June 8th, July 13th, August 10th, September 14th, October 12th, November 9th, December 14th, and January 11, 2011.  Kaltz made a motion to accept the annual meeting dates with Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.
Gill made a motion to reappoint Marvin Roberts, John Schoen, and Bette Donaldson to the Planning Commission.  Jonseck seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

Discussion was held regarding a hall rental refund for an individual who rented the township hall in December.  Due to the condition the hall was left in the board agreed to not refund the $100 deposit.

Jonseck moved to adopt Resolution 2010-1, accepting the Federal Poverty Exemption Guidelines and Asset Level Test for 2010, Gill seconding.  Roll Call:  Gill –yes, Jonseck – yes, Vincent – yes, Kaltz – yes.  Resolution adopted 4-0. 

Lastly, Kaltz made a motion to approve the township’s corrective action plan to bring the assessing program into compliance.  Vincent seconding.  Roll Call:  Vincent – yes, Gill – yes, Jonseck – yes, Kaltz – yes.  Motion carried 4-0.

No public comment was heard.
