Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  All other board members were present along with 15 residents. The minutes from the regular meeting on August 10, 2010 were approved as presented.

The treasurer’s report was read by Trombley.  Kaltz made a motion to approve the outstanding bills as presented, with Trombley seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Chief Skelton presented the fire department report for the month of August.  In Greenwood Township there were 2 fires and 1 medical.  In Kenockee Township there were 6 medicals, 1 fire, 1 personal injury, 2 mutual aids, and 1 standby for a combine total of 14 runs for the month.  Chief Skelton also informed residents that five new firefighters joined the department and will attend upcoming training.  Lastly, he mentioned that a 300 gallon fuel tank with and electric pump was offered to be donated to the Greenwood fire department. Supervisor Gill stated she would contact the township’s electrical inspector to check into it more.  
The Zoning Administrator was present to update residents about a large scale outdoor recreation gathering that took place within the township over the Labor Day weekend.  Johnson stated she sent a letter to the owner of the property stating they were in violation of the township ordinance.  Supervisor Gill added that the police can not enforce a local ordinance, only the supervisor or the township ordinance enforcement officer can.  Gill then stated that if she had known about the party she would gone out to the property owner’s address along with the State Police or a St. Clair County Sheriff deputy  to inform the owner they were in violation of the township ordinance and the outdoor gathering would have been broken up.
In new business Todd Burch, with the St. Clair County Road Commission was present to inform board members that funding is available through the 2011 Local Road Funding Assistance Program.  He proposed to the board that they submit an application to replace and existing 18’ wide concrete box culvert, and replace it with a new structure that would be at least 24’ wide allowing for two lane traffic.  This proposed project is located on Hewitt Road between Cribbins and Fargo.  Gill made a motion to accept Resolution 2010-4, that Greenwood Township makes application to the St. Clair County Road Commission for funding under the Local Road System Funding Assistance Program for the year 2011 for Hewitt Road.  Trombley seconding.  Roll Call:  Jonseck – yes, Vincent – yes, Gill – yes, Trombley – yes, Kaltz – yes.  Resolution adopted 5-0.
Kaltz made a motion to approve a request from Darren Dankenbrink who maintains the Letts Cemetery on Beckett Road to fill in holes with sand and spray for poison ivy.  Trombley seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

The board also approved additional help with the remeasuring of parcels to meet the township’s October 31, 2010 deadline if needed.  This individual would receive $11 per parcel, the same compensation Jeff Johnson currently receives.
Eric West was present to seek township approval of his Farmland and Open Space Preservation Program (PA116) application.  Gill motion to approve Mr. West’s application contingent upon the assessor’s request for additional information.  Trombley seconding.  Roll Call:  Vincent – yes, Kaltz – yes, Trombley – yes, Jonseck – yes, Gill – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.

In citizen’s public comment questions were asked regarding the township furnace repair and Heather Stewart informed residents that the first meeting for ITC before the Michigan Public Service Commission is set for September 20, 2010 at 9:00 a.m.  This hearing will be a prehearing conference to set future hearing dates and decide other procedural matters.  Supervisor Gill also stated the power line route map is posted outside the office on the township information board.  Additional copies are available along with more information at the township hall. 
Jonseck made a motion to adjourn the meeting, with Gill seconding.
