Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk Jonseck, Treasurer Trombley, and Trustee Vincent.  Trustees Engel was absent.  Five residents were also present. The minutes from the regular meeting on April 8, 2008 were approved as presented.

The treasurer’s report was read by Trombley.  Outstanding bills were read by Jonseck with Vincent making a motion to pay the monthly bills, Trombley seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

Fire Chief Tom Skelton presented the fire department report for the month of April.  In Kenockee Township there were 8 medicals, 2 fires, 1 personal injury.  In Greenwood Township there were 3 medicals, 2 fires, and 1 mutual aid for a grand total of 17 runs for the month.  Chief Skelton then asked the board to consider purchasing a sign for the fire hall and a new pressure washer.  The board asked Skelton to bring pricing and more information to next month’s meeting for consideration.  Lastly, Skelton wanted to remind residents that free smoke detectors and batteries are still available through the Kenockee Fire Department.  Residents can call the fire department at (810)-324-2305 to pick up the smoke detectors or the Kenockee fire department will install them for free.  The Kenockee fire department is also having its 5th Annual Bowl-A-Thon on May 31st at 7pm at the Bowl-O-Drome on Quay Street in Port Huron.
