Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk Jonseck, Trustee Vincent, and Trustee Engel.  Treasurer Trombley was absent.  Twelve residents were also present.  The minutes from the regular and special meetings on October 14, 2008 were approved as presented.

The treasurer’s report was read by Deputy Treasurer Healy.  Outstanding bills were read by Jonseck with Vincent making a motion to pay the monthly bills, Engel seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

Vincent presented the fire department report for the month of October.  In Kenockee there were 8 medicals, one illegal burning, and 2 mutual aids with Brockway Township.  In Greenwood there were 4 medicals for a total of 15 runs for the month.

The Zoning Administrator was present and informed board members that she had to send out the Ordinance Enforcement Officer to a resident’s home who is running a retail business out of it.  She also asked the board if she could have a magnetic sign for her car to identify herself when she is out on the roads.  Lastly, she wanted to informed residents that her office hours for the week of Thanksgiving will be changed to Wednesday November 26 from 8:30 am till 12 pm. 

In new business Lemual Schutt, representing the Yale Jr. Bulldogs was present to ask the board for approval to recognize them as a non profit organization so they can apply for a charitable gaming license through the Michigan lottery, which will enable them to sponsor raffles.  Vincent made the motion to approve this request, with Engel seconding.  Roll Call:  Vincent – yes, Gill – yes, Jonseck – yes, Engel – yes.  Motion carried 4-0.

Gill made a motion to accept the treasurer’s request that the board approve her to receive a payment for either summer or winter property taxes that does not exceed $15.00 more than the actual amount of the tax bill, and that the Greenwood Township Treasurer is hereby authorized to accept the payment and issue a refund check in the amount of the overage. Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

Jonseck made a motion to accept the audit proposal from Lehn L. King, C.P.A. to be conducted for the fiscal year April 1, 2008 thru March 31, 2009.  Gill seconding. Roll Call:  Jonseck – yes,  Engel – yes, Gill – yes, Vincent – yes.  Motion carried 4-0.

Gill made a motion to allow all interested township board members, the zoning administrator, and members of the planning commission and ZBOA to attend The Wind Energy Siting and Policy Issues workshop.  Jonseck seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

Gill presented to the board Waste Managements proposed new contract with a pricing schedule for years of 2009 thru 2013.  The board agreed to have Supervisor Gill present a counter offer to Waste Management and discuss the results at December board meeting.

The board reviewed the current snow contract with Ameriscapes and agreed to allow Ameriscapes to apply non corrosive salt to the sidewalks and cement approach in front of the fire department and to use rock salt on the gravel parking lot as needed.

Greenwood Little League President, Tim Vincent asked the board to consider purchasing sod for the baseball fields from B&B Sod for a price of 11 cents per square foot for a total of $1,200. Engel made a motion to approve $600, with Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

Gill made a motion to approve a road contract with the St. Clair County Road Commission to remove three large maple trees on Hewitt Road just west of Cribbins Road then ditch the outlet back to the east 350 feet for $3,000.  Jonseck seconding.  Roll Call:  Gill – yes, Jonseck – yes, Vincent – yes, Engel – yes.  Motion carried 4-0.
