Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  All other board members were present along with five residents. The minutes from the regular and special meetings on July 13, 2010 were approved as presented.

The treasurer’s report was read by Trombley.  Trombley made a motion to approve the outstanding bills as presented, with Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Vincent presented the fire department report for the month of July.  In Greenwood Township there were 4 medicals and 1 fire. In Kenockee Township there were 8 medicals and 4 fires for a combine total of 17 runs for the month.  Vincent also asked the board to consider donating fire truck 32 to another fire department within the state of Michigan if needed.  The fire department has tried to sell truck 32 numerous times with no success.

The Zoning Administrator was present to inform residents that Mr. Harrington’s special land use and site plan passed, and he is now operating legally in the township.

In new business Jonseck motioned to approve the purchase of an office chair to be used by the front office for $205.31.  Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

In citizen’s public comment questions were asked about the progress of the township’s property reassessment and power line routes.  Lastly, one resident commented about the wonderful quality of ditching done on Bricker Road.

Gill made a motion to adjourn the meeting, with Trombley seconding.
