Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  All other board members and 6 residents were present.  The minutes from the regular meeting on January 12, 2010 were approved as presented.

In correspondence, Supervisor Gill informed board members and residents that she received a letter from the State Tax Commission approving Greenwood Township’s corrective action plan to bring the assessing program into compliance.

The treasurer’s report was read by Trombley.  Outstanding bills were read by Jonseck with Trombley making a motion to pay the monthly bills, Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Vincent presented the fire department report for the month of January.  In Greenwood Township there were 5 medicals and 3 fires.  In Kenockee Township there were 6 medicals and 1 mutual aid for a combine total of 15 runs for the month.  The fire department also asked the board if the township had a spare computer for the fire hall and if not to consider purchasing either a new or refurbished computer.  Lastly, they also asked to board to purchase additional water rescue rope.

In new business Gill made a motion to allow members of the Planning Commission, Zoning Board of Appeals, Township board, and the Zoning Administrator to attend the St. Clair County Metropolitan Planning Commission’s 2010 Annual Winter Workshop, Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Gill moved to adopt Resolution 2010-2, setting an alternate date for March Board of Review which would set township policy to allow the second Monday in March Board of Review meeting to be held on the alternate date of the second Wednesday in March, Trombley seconding.  Roll Call:  Kaltz – yes, Jonseck – yes, Trombley – yes, Gill – yes, Vincent – yes.  Resolution adopted 5-0.
Vincent presented Resolution 2010-3, to place a tax millage proposition on the August 3, 2010 primary election ballot requesting the renewal of 2 mills for the period 2011 through 2014 inclusive for the purpose of rubbish collection, chloride, road improvements, and fire protection.  Trombley made a motion to adopt this resolution with Kaltz seconding.  Roll Call:  Jonseck – yes, Vincent – yes, Kaltz– yes, Gill – yes, Trombley– yes.  Resolution adopted 5-0.

In citizen’s comment Supervisor Gill answers question regarding current and future work on the township’s drains.
