Greenwood Township –Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular meeting of the Greenwood Township Board of Trustees was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk Jonseck, Treasurer Ramsey, Trustee Vincent, and Trustee Kaltz along with 9 residents. The minutes from the regular meeting on March 8, 2011 were approved as presented.

The treasurer’s report was read by Ramsey.  Vincent made a motion to approve the monthly bills are presented with Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Vincent presented the fire report for the month on March.  In Kenockee Township there were 4 medicals and 1 fire.  In Greenwood Township there were 3 medicals for a total of 8 runs for the month.  

The board reviewed and accepted the Enforcement Officer’s report regarding a current violation at a property located on Norman Road.

The Zoning Administrator was present to inform residents about the upcoming Planning Commission meeting on Wednesday April 20th at 7:30 p.m.  Discussion will be held regarding a possible amendment to tie in the definition of nuisance into the township’s ordinance. 

In new business the board reviewed all of the road contracts presented by the St. Clair County Road Commission.  Gill made a motion to approve contracts for gravel, limestone, calcium chloride, mowing, boom axe brush mowing, cross culverts, and six ditching projects.  Kaltz seconding.  Roll Call:  Jonseck – yes, Vincent – yes, Kaltz – yes, Ramsey – yes, Gill – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.  Two additional ditching projects were placed on hold.

In citizen’s public comment questions were voiced regarding a township bill and the State Police.

Jonseck made a motion to adjourn, with Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
