Greenwood Township –Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular meeting of the Greenwood Township Board of Trustees was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk Jonseck, Treasurer Ramsey, Trustee Vincent, and Trustee Kaltz along with 9 residents. The minutes from the regular meeting on July 12, 2011 were approved as presented.
The treasurer’s report was read by Ramsey.  Kaltz made a motion to approve the monthly bills are presented with Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Keith Berg updated residents about fire department training that took place on August 8th and informed residents that the Fireman’s Fund is holding its annual gun raffle.  The drawing will take place on October 8, 2011 for ticket and prize information contact the Kenockee fire department. 

The Zoning Administrator informed board members that the Planning Commission tabled the nuisance ordinance discussion until the next regularly scheduled planning commission meeting.  She also stated that the Clerk and she will be meeting with the Building Inspector later in the month to discuss the closing out of outstanding permits and collection of permit money.
In new business Mike Washenko, Certify Fraud Examiner, presented his audit findings to the board.  The audit time frame was January 2006 thru September 2010 and involved the examination of the bank statements, deposit records, cancelled checks and QuickBooks records for the property tax account, and a review of the former Treasurer’s Bank of American credit card.  His findings included forty four instances of inappropriate use of Township funds for a loss of $34,950.99.  The findings are available at the township office for review.
The board reviewed two estimates for roofing the township’s garage.  Vincent made a motion to accept Sanctum’s contracting estimate for $2, 297.00.  Kaltz seconding.  Roll Call:  Yes – Jonseck, Kaltz, Vincent, Gill, Ramsey.  Motion carried 5-0.
Jonseck made a motion to adjourn, with Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
