Greenwood Township –Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular meeting of the Greenwood Township Board of Trustees was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk Jonseck, Treasurer Ramsey, Trustee Vincent, and Trustee Kaltz along with 9 residents. The minutes from the regular meeting on January 11, 2011 were approved as presented.

The treasurer’s report was read by Ramsey.  Kaltz made a motion to approve the monthly bills are presented with Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Assistant Fire Chief Click presented the fire report for the month on January.  In Kenockee Township there were 4 medicals and 1 fire.  In Greenwood Township there were 6 medicals and 1 carbon monoxide for a total of 12 runs for the month.  Click also inquired about the fuel shed for the fire hall.  

In new business Gill made a motion to approve up to an additional twenty hours at $70 per hour for Mike Washenko who is currently performing the township’s fraud examination.  Supervisor Gill stated that the forensic audit is almost complete and there is an open criminal investigation at this point.  Vincent seconding.  Roll Call:  Jonseck – yes, Kaltz – yes, Vincent – yes, Ramsey – yes, Gill – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.

Gill made a motion to allow members of the Planning Commission, Zoning Board of Appeals, Township board, and the Zoning Administrator to attend the St. Clair County Metropolitan Planning Commission’s 2011 Annual Winter Workshop.   Jonseck seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Gill read a correspondence from the St. Clair County Road Commission regarding the township’s annual limestone haul.  The township was asked to vote on which type of limestone they preferred the road commission to use as the primary limestone hauled countywide.  The township board agreed to vote for Dolomite limestone because of its durability compared to the Marblehead 22A.  The road commission has used the Dolomite limestone for the past three years and the price per ton will remain the same for the 2011 haul.

In citizen’s public comment one resident inquired about the road commission replacing destroyed mailboxes due to snow plowing and one resident informed the township board about a potential ditching problem on Bricker Road.

Meeting adjourned at 7:54 p.m.
