Greenwood Township –Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular meeting of the Greenwood Township Board of Trustees was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk Jonseck, Treasurer Ramsey, Trustee Vincent, and Trustee Kaltz along with 9 residents. The minutes from the regular meeting on May 10, 2011 were approved as presented.
In correspondences Supervisor Gill informed resident that the limestone has been delivered and the road commission will be grading the township’s road next week and applying the chloride. The gravel bid was awarded to Weber’s Pit this year by the St. Clair County Road Commission for a better grade and price; however gravel will not be delivered till August due to supply.  Gill updated residents on the ongoing court case.  The pre-trail hearing is schedule for Monday June 27th at 1:30 p.m. in circuit court.  Gill read a letter from Midwest Claims informing residents that the township did receive a check for $25,000 for the treasurer’s bond. 
The treasurer’s report was read by Ramsey.  Kaltz made a motion to approve the monthly bills are presented with Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

The board reviewed the Enforcement Officer’s report.  The Zoning Administrator informed the board that a special land use permit for a large scale outdoor recreation gathering was denied for a resident on Brown Road. Supervisor Gill stated she will enforce the township ordinance if needed and the Michigan State Police will be on stand-by.  
In new business discussion was held regarding a bill incurred by the Kenockee Township fire department exceeding the supervisor’s $500 approval limit for the Greenwood station.  Kaltz made a motion to increase the supervisor’s emergency approval amount from $500 to $1,000 and to have the fire department seek approval from the township supervisor prior to any emergency expenditure.  Vincent seconding.  Roll Call:  Yes – Vincent, Jonseck, Kaltz, Gill, Ramsey.  Motion carried 5-0.  Supervisor Gill stated she will send a letter to the Kenockee township board and fire department regarding this new policy. Vincent made a motion to approve a bill to Michigan Fire Apparatus for $732.15, Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
Kaltz made a motion to approve the Planning Commission Ordinance including section 106-C conflict of interest, with Ramsey seconding.  This ordinance is just to re-establish the planning commission and is mandated by the state before July 1, 2011.  Roll Call:  Yes – Jonseck, Kaltz, Gill, Ramsey, Vincent.  Ordinance adopted 5-0.
Vincent made a motion to adjourn, with Gill seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
