Greenwood Township –Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular meeting of the Greenwood Township Board of Trustees was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk Jonseck, Treasurer Ramsey, Trustee Vincent, and Trustee Kaltz along with 14 residents. The minutes from the regular meeting on February 8, 2011 were approved as presented.
The treasurer’s report was read by Ramsey.  Kaltz made a motion to approve the monthly bills are presented with Gill seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
Vincent presented the fire report for the month on February.  In Kenockee Township there were 8 medicals.  In Greenwood Township there were 3 medicals and 1 chimney fire for a total of 12 runs for the month.  
The regular meeting was recessed and the budget hearing was called to order at 7:34 p.m.  General Fund Proposed Revenue for the fiscal year 2011-2012 is $419,615, with estimated cash on hand of $300,000 for a total of $719,615.  General Fund Proposed Expenditures for 2011-2012 are $647,308.42.

Building Fund Proposed Revenue for the fiscal year 2011-2012 is $20,000, with an estimated cash on hand of $8,000 for a total of $28,000.  Building Fund Proposed Expenditures for 2011-2012 are $22,532.51.  The budget hearing was closed and the regular meeting was reconvened at 7:48p.m.

In new business Gill made a motion to approve the 2011-2012 Building Fund Budget as presented, with Jonseck seconding.  Roll Call:  Jonseck – yes, Vincent –yes, Ramsey– yes, Kaltz – yes, Gill – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.
Gill made a motion to approve the 2011-2012 General Fund Budget as presented with the $6,000 correction to the fuel surcharge for rubbish pickup and the correction of total expenses and estimated cash on hand.   Also included in this motion was to continue township policy that allows the township Supervisor to spend up to $500 for emergency situations before board approval.  Ramsey seconding.  Roll Call:  Kaltz – yes, Ramsey – yes, Gill – yes, Vincent – yes, Jonseck – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.
Gill made a motion to allow the township to pay recurring monthly bills, with Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Jonseck made a motion to have The Yale Expositor as the township’s paper of record, with Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Ramsey made a motion to have Capac State Bank and Tri-County as the banks of depositories of record for the township, with Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Gill made a motion to adopt Resolution 2011-2, allowing written protest to the Board of Review, Jonseck seconding.  Roll Call:  Jonseck – yes, Vincent – yes, Gill – yes, Ramsey –yes, Kaltz – yes.  Resolution adopted 5-0.

Gill made a motion to have Kevin Lovik repair the damaged drywall in the township’s front office area, to paint the walls and door, put up moldings around the edges, and fix door stop for $475.   Ramsey seconding.  Roll Call:  Ramsey – yes, Gill – yes, Vincent – yes, Kaltz – yes, Jonseck – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.

Gill made a motion that the township send  a copy of a letter provided by the St. Clair County Road Commission to members of the House and Senate Transportation Committees and our Representatives regarding road commission funding.  Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
In citizen’s public comment township resident Heather Stewart read her meeting notes from the last public service meeting commission regarding ITC’s transmission lines.  A copy of her notes is posted on the township’s bulletin board.  Additional comments were heard regarding the process of re-measuring townships parcels, if the township has any extra money in the fiscal year budget for additional playground equipment, number of houses the township is charged for rubbish pick-up, fuel shed, virus program for fire hall computer, forensic audit progress, and medical marihuana.
Gill made a motion to adjourn, with Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Meeting adjourned at 8:38 p.m.
