Greenwood Township –Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular meeting of the Greenwood Township Board of Trustees was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk Jonseck, Treasurer Ramsey, Trustee Vincent, and Trustee Kaltz along with 15 residents.  The minutes from the regular meeting on October 11, 2011 were approved as presented.
In correspondence Jonseck informed board members that the application for replacing the concrete box culvert on Hewitt Road the board submitted to the 2012 Local Road Funding Assistance Program did not score high enough to receive approval under the 2012 program.  Due to the response volume limited number of applications could be accepted.  
The treasurer’s report was read by Ramsey.  Kaltz made a motion to approve the monthly bills are presented with Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  
Chief Skelton updated board members about the repairs approved last month for Engine 36 and 3,200 feet of fire hose was tested and no failures were found.
The Zoning Administrator was present to inform board members that the Planning Commission approved the nuisance ordinance at their last meeting.  The ordinance was sent to the county planning commission for recommendation and should be presented to the board at the December board meeting for final approval/disapproval.  The Planning Commission set their 2012 meeting dates as following January 18th, April 18th, July 18th, and October 17, 2012.

In old business the board agreed to donate the old office computer.  Supervisor Gill ensured residents that the computer has been wiped clean by Network Computers.
In new business Vincent made a motion to allow Montgomery & Associates to amend the township’s master plan to include an updated population consensus based on the 2010 census results not exceeding $500.  Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
Vincent made a motion to accept the snow removal contract with Ameriscapes for the 2011-2012 season as presented.  Jonseck seconding.  Roll Call:  Yes:  Jonseck, Kaltz, Vincent, and Ramsey.  Motion carried 4-0.  Gill abstaining.
Gill announced that Dorothy Healy, the township’s office secretary, will be retiring on November 30th.  The board placed an ad in The Yale Expositor advertising the vacancy last month.  The township did receive five resumes from interested candidates and interviewed four of the candidates that were interested in part time employment.  Gill made a motion to hire Heater Stewart to work on Tuesdays from 8:30 am till 2:00 pm and Thursdays from 8:30 am till 6:00 pm.  Sonya O’Brien to work on Wednesdays from 8:30 am till 2:00 pm and act as back-up secretary when Stewart is absent or on Board of Review days.  Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Vincent made a motion to pay both individuals $11.00 per hour for compensation.  Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.   
In citizen’s public comment questions were asked about fire hall door seals, the township exploring a recycling program and progress on the back-up generator.
Jonseck made a motion to adjourn, with Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Meeting adjourned at 7:59 p.m.
