Greenwood Township –Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular meeting of the Greenwood Township Board of Trustees was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk Jonseck, Treasurer Ramsey, and Trustee Vincent along with 7 residents.   Trustee Kaltz was absent.  The minutes from the regular meeting on September 13, 2011 were approved as presented.
In correspondence Gill informed residents that Rick Watza from the State Tax Commission will be out next week to finish the township’s 14 point review and the St. Clair County Parks and Recreation Commission is seeking input for the St. Clair County Master Recreation Plan 2012-2016.  Interested residents are encouraged to attend one the three sessions planned to give their comments and suggestions.  Information regarding these sessions will be posted on the township’s bulletin board.
The treasurer’s report was read by Ramsey.  Vincent made a motion to approve the monthly bills are presented with Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  
Chief Skelton presented to the board two estimates to repair Engine 36.  Jonseck made a motion to approve the estimate from Michigan Fire Apparatus Repair for approximately $8,231.75. Included in this estimate is total labor of 80 hours. If the repair doesn’t exceed 80 hours the price will be reduced.  Vincent seconding.  Roll Call:  Yes – Vincent, Ramsey, Jonseck, Gill.  Motion carried 4-0.  Gill made a motion to approve the fire department to conduct hose testing for approximately $580, Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  Gill made a motion to approve annual air compressor service and air quality testing for approximately $480, Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 4-0. 
In new business Gill made a motion to purchase a new Roper electric clothes dryer for approximately $299 from Lowes for the fire department.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.
Gill made a motion to allow any members of the Township Board, Planning Commission, ZBOA, and the Zoning Administrator to attend the 2011 Metropolitan Planning Commission’s Fall Workshop.  Jonseck seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

Gill announced that Dorothy Healy, the township’s office secretary, will be retiring on November 30th.  The board approved to place an ad in The Yale Expositor advertising the vacancy.  The board will vote on Dorothy’s replacement next month at the regularly scheduled meeting or at a special meeting called later in the month.

Gill made a motion to approve Jonseck’s request that township purchase a two year extended warranty for the Optech Insight Tabulator for $85 and for the AutoMark Voter Assist Terminal for $29.75 annually.  Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 4-0. 
Vincent made a motion to allow Woods plumbing to repair the outside drinking fountain and to move the existing water shut off value if the price is reasonable, Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

In citizen’s public comment questions were asked about the township’s evacuation plan in case of an emergency with the power plant, progress with closing outstanding building permits, and a back-up generator for the hall.   
Jonseck made a motion to adjourn, with Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

Meeting adjourned at 8:38 p.m.
