Greenwood Township –Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular meeting of the Greenwood Township Board of Trustees was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk Jonseck, Treasurer Ramsey, Trustee Vincent, and Trustee Kaltz along with 10 residents. The minutes from the regular meeting on August 9, 2011 were approved as presented.
The treasurer’s report was read by Ramsey.  Jonseck made a motion to approve the monthly bills are presented with Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Gill made a motion to reimburse Jim Rutledge $485.75 for mechanic training for the township’s fire trucks and hotel stay.  Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 5-0. 
Chief Skelton was present to inform board members about a problem with Engine 36.  The fire truck is leaking water excessively through the packing ports within the pump. As routine maintenance the fire department uses packing pellets to control the leaking.  Chief Skelton has contacted Apollo Fire and Frontline Services and received two estimates for the repair.  The township board has asked Skelton to obtain a third estimate from Michigan Fire Apparatus Repair.  The board will review these three estimates at a special meeting called later within the month or at the next regularly scheduled meeting on October 11th.   The board also approved Jonseck to obtain three prices for a new clothes dryer for the fire hall, to have Adam Munro submit an estimate for new exterior door seals for the fire hall, and to have the overhead heater above the bay doors in the fire hall checked out.
In new business Gill made a motion to accept Resolution 2011-3, which Greenwood Township makes application to the St. Clair County Road Commission for funding under the Local Road System Funding Assistance Program for the year 2012 for Hewitt Road.  The re-submitted application is to replace an existing 18’ wide concrete box culvert and replace it with a new structure that would be at least 24’ wide allowing for two lane traffic.  This proposed project is located on Hewitt Road between Cribbins and Fargo.    Vincent seconding.  Roll Call:  Yes – Jonseck, Kaltz, Vincent, Ramsey, Gill.  Resolution adopted 5-0.
In citizen’s public comment questions were asked about phrase two of the playground equipment and the township’s 14 point review.  Supervisor Gill informed residents that the township has not completed the 14 point review yet and Rick Watza from the State Tax Commission will tentatively be back out to the township in October.  The State Tax Commission has reviewed the township’s ECF, Land Value Determinations, and override status and found them to be satisfactory.  Two citizens also voiced complaints about a recent hall rental.  The township board took action to create a new township policy stating hall rental paperwork and money must be received within the township hall before the hall rental date can be reserved.  Jonseck made a motion to approve this new township policy, with Kaltz seconding.  Roll Call:  Yes – Vincent, Kaltz, Ramsey, Jonseck, Gill.  Motion carried 5-0. 

Kaltz made a motion to adjourn, with Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Meeting adjourned at 8:17 p.m.
