Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  All other board members and 9 residents were present.  The minutes from the regular meeting on February 9, 2010 were approved as presented.

The treasurer’s report was read by Trombley.  Outstanding bills were read by Jonseck with Kaltz making a motion to pay the monthly bills, Trombley seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Vincent presented the fire department report for the month of February.  In Greenwood Township there were 3 medicals and 1 mutual aid.  In Kenockee Township there were 6 medicals, 1 fire, 1 personal injury, 1 false alarm, and 2 mutual aids for a combine total of 15 runs for the month.  
The regular meeting was recessed and the budget hearing was called to order at 7:38 p.m.  General Fund Proposed Revenue for the fiscal year 2010-2011 is $414,015, with estimated cash on hand of $300,000, for a total of $714,015.  General Fund Proposed Expenditures for 2010-2011 are $626,673.04.

Building Fund Proposed Revenue for the fiscal year 2010-2011 is $20,000, with an estimated cash on hand of $7,118.44, for a total of $27,118.44.  Building Fund Proposed Expenditures for 2010-2011 are $22,532.51.  The budget hearing was closed and the regular meeting was reconvened at 7:49 p.m.

In new business Trombley made a motion to allow the township to pay recurring monthly bills, with Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Jonseck made a motion to have The Yale Expositor as the township’s paper of record, with Vincent seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Trombley made a motion to have Capac State Bank, Tri-County, and Citizens First Savings as the banks of depositories of record for the township, with Kaltz seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Trombley moved to approve Ordinance 2010-1, to Amend The Text Of The Zoning Ordinance Of The Township Of Greenwood To Provide For Wind Energy Systems (Windmills, Wind Farms) and their regulation, and to amend a section dealing with farms.  Kaltz seconding.  Roll Call:  Vincent – yes, Kaltz – yes, Jonseck – yes, Trombley – yes, Gill – yes.  Ordinance 2010-1 adopted 5-0.

Vincent made a motion to place the township’s lawn maintenance contact out for bids for 2 weeks in the township’s paper of record.  Bids may be submitted to the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road, Greenwood, MI 48006 until 2:30 p.m. on April 13, 2010.  Bids will be opened at the office at 3:00 p.m. on April 13, 2010.   Trombley seconding.  Motion carried 3-1, with Kaltz opposed and Gill abstaining.
Vincent made a motion to discontinue the township clerk from reading the outstanding bills for approval out loud at future board meetings.  Outstanding bills are prepared on a paper list format for all board members and residents to view and keep.  Trombley seconding.  Motion carried 4-1, with Gill opposed.

Gill made a motion to adopt both the General and Building Fund Budgets for the fiscal year of 2010-2011 as presented, with Trombley seconding.  Roll Call:  Jonseck – yes, Vincent –yes, Kaltz – yes, Gill – yes, Trombley – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.

No public comment was heard.
