Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Terry Gill at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk Jonseck, Treasurer Trombley, and Trustee Vincent.  Trustee Kaltz was absent.  Four residents were also present.  The minutes from the regular meeting on June 8, 2010 were approved as presented.

The treasurer’s report was read by Trombley.  Vincent made a motion to approve the outstanding bills as presented, with Trombley seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

Vincent presented the fire department report for the month of June.  In Greenwood Township there were 11 medicals and 1 false alarm. In Kenockee Township there were 9 medicals, 1 false alarm, and 1 storm watch for a combine total of 23 runs for the month.  
In old business Jonseck informed board members that the 2010 Parks and Recreation request for local millage distribution approved last month needed to be amended to include an additional $2,794.06 of revenue that the township received late in 2009 due to the DTE appeal settlement.  Gill made a motion to approve the new figures for the parks and recreation request as presented with Vincent seconding.  Roll Call:  Trombley– yes, Vincent– yes, Gill – yes, Jonseck – yes.   Motion carried 4-0.

In new business Jonseck motioned to approve Ameriscapes estimate for fill dirt between baseball fields one and two to help alleviate flooding problems in the spring during baseball season for $394.90.  Trombley seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

In citizen’s public comment residents were informed that the high speed internet installation is now complete at the fire hall and is now also available for township residents within the service area.   Questions were heard regarding the parking lot, wooden parking posts, and the federal surplus program.
Gill made a motion to adjourn the meeting, with Trombley seconding.
